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A revisionary account of the genus Strobilanthes in Thailand is presented by means of the
examination of the herbarium specimens including type materials from Thai and abroad herbaria viz AAU,
BCU, BK, BKF, BM, C, CMU, CMUB, FHO, G, GZU, K, KKU, KYO,  K-W, L, LD, M, P, PSU and QBG together with
the examination of the first publication and other taxonomic literatures in Thailand and Asia such as Hosseus
(1907), Craib (1914), Imlay (1938 & 1939), Bremekamp (1944, 1955, 1961, 1965, 1966 & 1969), Terao (1980,
1981 & 1983), Hansen (1985), Wood (1994), Wood and Scotland (2003a & b, 2006, 2009 & 2017), Albertson
and Wood (2012), Charoenchai (2014) and The Forest Herbarium (2014). The intensive field observations in
Thailand have been made. Approximately 84 species of Strobilanthes are enumerated for Thai Flora. Indeed,
12 species are endemic to Thailand. Six unknown species are discovered and 18 species are new records.
The taxonomic status of various species needs to be changed. For instance, a new combination and three
new reinstatements are conducted. Eight taxa are presently accepted as synonyms. (11 14 @2Un@)
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
